Heroin addiction brought Paighton to the brink of 

death from a severe case of endocarditis and sepsis.

“I was in a very bad place and had long since lost 

hope that I was worthy of love or ‘healing,’” Paighton 

remembers. “But Anna proved me wrong. She 

invested time with me and showed me over and over 

that she cared — I truly believe that God’s kindness 

through this wonderful stranger saved my life.” 

Through their journey over the last year, Anna and 

Paighton became fast friends and remain close to 

this day.
